I. Call to order

II. Approval of minutes from last meeting
The minutes from the last meeting were approved as written.
III. Barry Scott

Field Day will be March 27th.  Karen Long will help organize field volunteers this year for Barry.  
IV. Paulo Gerbasi- Big Sky State Games
Will speak at the Classic Coaches meeting about the Soccer changes for the 2010 Big Sky State Games.  The State Games will also have fliers put in each players goodie bag at the Classic.    
V. Christine Klepps- Parent Representative
Christine has had a few people approach her about micro teams that do not have coaches yet.  This is being handled by Kevin.  Currently all but one team has been assigned a coach. 
VI. Registrar- Shelley Prosinski 
No report.   

VII. Denise Pyburn- 
1). Amend Park will put a full page ad in the Classic Program.  

2).The state has requested that U11 Academy teams play 4 league weekends each     year.  Dennis wanted to know what our boards feeling is on the academy.  After a discussion the board agreed that our club would not form U11 Academy teams and if there is a shortage of teams to play statewide our U11 teams will play U12 teams.  We will not pressure other club to force their U11 academy teams play 4 league weekends if they choose not to.   
3). Dennis sent out a draft of the revised Magic City Soccer bylaws for board members to review.  He asked members to look at Article IX C. and explained his position on this issue.

4). Amend park did not pay the club 10% from the concessions from the 2009 Stockman Bank Magic City Classic, as stated in the current agreement.  This was an oversight and the money will be paid in the next few weeks.   

5). Magic City Soccer was asked to donate $2,000 to the soccer program at Rocky  ($1,000 for each team).  The club has done this in years past for $1,000, when Rocky had only one team.  Barry Scott made a motion that the club make a donation to Rocky in the amount of $2,000.  Robert Roe seconded the motion.  The motion carried.   

VIII. Terry Stapleton- Secretary & Tournament Director 
a.)  The Classic Committee chairs met on the 17th of February and will meet again on the 10th of March.  The group is asking club members who might be interested in a Committee Chair role next year to come to meetings this year.  There are currently about 52 teams registered.  Terry is somewhat concerned that the changes made to the States structure could impact the number of teams from Montana who participate in the tournament.  There will be a coach’s reception again this year which will coincide with the coaches meeting.  

IX. Kevin Luse- Director of Coaching

a.)  The numbers for the U10 Micro Boys teams are low (4 teams) and one team, who does not yet have a coach, just lost a player.  Kevin is considering taking the team with the fewest players and no coach and dividing them between the other teams.  This would make a total of 3 U10 boys teams.

b.)  Kevin has been in contact with Kari Foreman from MSUB who put together a brochure last year for Magic City Soccer as a class project.  Kevin would like to use this as a start and add to it as something the club could use for publicity.
