May 12, 2010 

I. Call to order

Mike Woodring called to order the regular meeting of the Magic City Soccer Board at 7:30 pm on May 12, 2010 at the Magic City Soccer Office.  The following people were present Shelley Prosinski, Dennis Pyburn, Kevin Luse, Todd Preston, Christine Klepps, Paolo Gerbasi, Casey Marlenee, Mike Mayott, Susan Maier, Barry Scott, Paul Roper.  Guests present were Larry Martin and Don Trentham.     
II. Approval of minutes from last meeting

The minutes from the last meeting were approved as written. (Preston moved, Marlenee 2nd)

III. Don Trentham
Coach Trentham suggested the high school aged team tryouts to take place the first week of August.  The benefits of moving the tryouts to the earlier date include increasing the ability of teams to attend college showcase tournaments held in late fall.  Reducing the time between tryouts and team selection and notification.  Providing opportunities for club players aspiring to collegiate soccer programs to be participate in college showcase tournaments increasing their exposure during the traditional collegiate recruiting period.  

The drawbacks to moving the tryout date include the club has established and posted tryout dates for after the Montana High School season; coach commitment for 2011 may not be finalized by the tryout date.

Mike Woodring requested Coach Trentham to prepare a written proposal to the Board of Directors.

IV. Larry Martin

Coach Martin addressed the Board pursuant to events of a match the U-15 boys he coaches were involved in during league play the weekend of May 8 and subsequent correspondence sent to various MCSC Board members and selected Montana Youth Soccer officials.  The verbiage in the correspondence from the center referee was such that the laws of the game would require the issuance of cautions and perhaps send-offs however, the match report does not reflect any misconduct.  The center referee did make comments on the game report that would support the issuance of penalties for misconduct as well.

Coach Martin provided Mike Woodring with a written report of the incidents of the match.

MCSC will follow-up with BASRA and the state officers.
VII. Director of Coaching- Kevin Luse

A) Kevin Luse reported the U-16 Boys Select coach resigned to accept an out of town position.  Kevin is working with sever individuals to have training covered and is actively searching for a new head coach.  The assistant coach will continue to assist with the club; however, they are not licensed.  The assistant has held a team meeting stating there is sufficient commitment on behalf of the players to maintain the team.  Several parents of players have contacted Kevin Luse and other Board members expressing their concerns for the survival of the team.

The team is scheduled to attend a tournament in Idaho Falls the weekend of May 15th.  Presently there are 11 players committed to attend; a plea has been issued to the U14 Red team (are not scheduled to play this weekend) to go with the U16’s as guest players.  

Kevin Luse will conduct a team meeting with the parents communicating the actions being taken to secure a coach and MCSC’s commitment to the team.

B) A discussion ensued regarding the accounting for mis-conduct cards issues to payers on various teams which have not been reported through GotSport and/or by out-of-state tournament officials.

Dennis Pyburn will contact MYSA officials to ensure MCSC will be in compliance with State sit-out rules prior to the Regional Qualifying Tournament (RQT).
VIII. Classic - Susan Maier

The final report will be completed and presented at the June Directors meetings.  Of note there were 49 cautions issued this year compared to 59 last year.  There were 7 send-off, 2 involving coaches this year compared to none last year.
X. Dennis Pyburn

Amend Park Development Council (AMDC) is moving forward with plans to build the center area canopy this summer.  The cost is estimated at $75,000.   AMDC requested MCSC make a pledge of $7,500 over a 3 year period towards the cost.  A motion was made and passed that MCSC provide financial support to the project with the amount to be determined after consultation with the club treasurer. (Roper moved, Mayer 2nd.)
XI. Sheridan Tournament

Mike Mayott reported the U-12 boys were scheduled to play 3 matches on Saturday, May 8th with two of them being back-to-back.  Mayott reached out to Sheridan who steadfastly refused to make a change.  Assiant Coach Comstock contacted Wyoming Youth Soccer who intervened with a result being the Worland club, who also had 3 matches with two of them being back-to-back being reschedule with no back-to-back matches.  Terry Stapleton contacted Sheridan soccer officials and was able to work out a compromise eliminating the back-to-back matches rescheduling the last match of the day to 7:00 p.m.  Tournament officials ultimately changed the start time of the last match to 6:45 p.m.

Mayott suggested MSCS no longer attend the Sheridan tournament with competitive teams.

It was noted MYSA was notified of the scheduling issues and stated they would no longer issue travel papers to Montana teams to attend the Sheridan tournament.

Mike Woodring adjourned the meeting at approximately 9:30pm.
